Students devise a piece of 
theatre in response to the 
stimulus which demonstrates 
the techniques of the theatre 
practitioner, John Godber. They 
create and develop ideas to 
communicate meaning to an 
audience by researching and

Assessment Points
In all Y10 Drama study units, students are taught to speak confidently and effectively 
through improvising, rehearsing and performing play scripts in order to generate 
language and discuss language use and meaning, using role, intonation, tone, volume, 
mood, silence, stillness and action to add impact.
