The MFL curriculum is sequenced to allow knowledge and skills to develop simultaneously 
and progressively. By revisiting and enhancing key language skills in different settings 
students develop their ability to recall, analyse and evaluate usage and at the same time build 
independence and resilience.

Year 10 Curriculum

We have cycles of different topics which are similtaneously designed to revisit previous 
learning and build new language acquistion. This enables students to consistently build on 
previous skills and commit vocabulary to longer term memory.
