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Curriculum Intent

The MFL curriculum is designed to empower students to draw maximum cultural, personal and
economic benefit from the role of global citizenship.

Through oracy skills, expansion of vocabulary and literacy we aim to enable students to
communicate confidently in a wide range of social settings. In KS3 we believe that our
curriculum and enrichment content promote a seamless transition into the GCSE language
course.

The MFL curriculum is sequenced to allow knowledge and skills to develop simultaneously

and progressively. By revisiting and enhancing key language skills in different settings
students develop their ability to recall, analyse and evaluate usage and at the same time build
independence and resilience.

Year 9 Curriculum

In Year 9, students build on their previous knowledge by exploring a range of topics designed
to further advance their skills and ignite their curiosity for cultural understanding. Our
curriculum offers opportunities for students to strengthen their listening, reading, speaking
and writing skills, to ensure students can deepen their understanding of essential vocabulary
and structures.

Some of the topics we cover in Year 9 are;

Cinema

Students study key vocabulary based around films and cinema. Lessons are
dedicated to learning essential vocabulary and structures designed to enable
them to develop their opinions on the film.

Past and Future Weekend Plans

This topic helps students to advance their understanding of grammar and tenses
by developing their knowledge of in past, present and future, linked to the topic of
weekend plans. This is a vital stepping stone to help students succeed in the GCSE
language course.

What you can do in your town

These lessons help students talk about their city as well as looking at cities of
French and Spanish speaking countries. This topic revisits and builds upon key
verbs and essentials that students will need.

School and Future Plans

The aim of this topic is to ensure all students are able to talk about school,
reviewing and building on opinion phrases and future tenses

Fluency Skills

Dedicated lessons based on retrieval of previous topics and confidence building.
Students have the opportunity to reflect on previous learning and link all key skills
with the aim of improving their fluency in both languages.
